After this study you will:

1. Understand and tell why Jesus died for your sins.

2. Thank God for sacrificing his son, Jesus, so that you can be forgiven/ go to heaven.

Shooting target activity (Nerf gun attempts to shoot target. “Savior” must block shot with his body, but pretends to die when hit.  Take turns trading the 3 roles.)
Watch John 18-19 film

Sacrifice:  to give up or lose something important for someone else.

God sacrificed Jesus, when he let his son die on the cross.  God let Jesus die so that Barrett could be forgiven.  God wanted Barrett to join his family.

1 Peter 2:21-25 (New Century Version)

21 This is what you were called to do, because 
Christ suffered for you 
and gave you an example to follow. So you should do as he did. 
 22 "He had never sinned, 
       and he had never lied." — Isaiah 53:9 
23 People insulted Christ, but he did not insult them in return. Christ suffered, but he did not threaten. He let God, the One who judges rightly, take care of him. 
24 Christ carried our sins in his body on the cross so we would stop living for sin and start living for what is right. 
And you are healed because of his wounds. 25 You
 were like sheep that wandered away,

They said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what should we do?" 

 38 Peter replied, "All of you must turn away from your sins and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then your sins will be forgiven. You will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
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
